
The Bowl-A-Thon Plan 
2008 

 
1. The council bowl-a-thon day is scheduled for March 15, 2008, however, a unit may bowl at anytime 

within the month of March or beginning of April, depending on their preference and the availability of 
the alley.  The money collected must be turned in on or before April 30, 2008. 

 
2. Each unit provides a coordinator to schedule bowling times at local bowling lanes, coordinate score 

keeping and pledge totals, and collect money from participants. 
 

3. Each participant signs up sponsors (family, friend, neighbors, ect.) who pledge for $.01 or more cents 
per pin for the total score of three games. 

 
• Cub Scouts, Boy Scouts, Explorers, Venturers and Adults will bowl three full games. 
• Each participant must have at least $.15 cents per pin in total pledges to be eligible to bowl and earn 

a patch. 
 

4. Adult leaders and parents may bowl, with their own pledge sheets, and receive 40% commission for the 
unit in place of Scout Bucks. 

 
5. The participant bowls the three games at the time coordinated by the unit.  He/she must bring the pledge 

sheet to the bowling alley to bowl. 
 

6. Participants return to sponsors, collect the pledge, and turn the money into their unit coordinator. 
 

7. The unit forwards the money, less the 40% commission in cash, or they may turn in 100% of the amount 
collected and receive 40% commission in “Scout Bucks”. and the Bowl-A-Thon control sheet to the 
council Service Center, 1980 Lunenburg Rd, Lancaster, MA  01523 on or before April 27, 2007. “Scout 
Bucks” may be applied toward Summer Camp fees or redeemed at our Camp’s Trading Posts or the 
Lancaster Scout Store.  

 
8. It is requested that leaders and parents remain at the bowling lanes until bowling is finished.  Volunteer 

help will be needed to keep score, and tally pledges. 
 

9. Some sponsors prefer to give a flat donation instead of a per pin pledge.  This is permissible.  Scouts 
would need a minimum of $10 pledged flat rate.   

 
10. Unit commissions will be 40% of money collected. 

 
11. The Sponsor Sign-up Form may be reproduced for the number of Scouts in your unit, however, if you do 

not have access to a copier, you may pick up the additional forms at the council office or you can call 
and we will mail them to you.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR SPONSOR SHEETS 
 

1. Be in complete Scout uniform and fill in your name, unit # & phone #. 

2. Introduce yourself and ask your neighbors, friends, and family to sponsor you for 3 games for 2, 3, 4, or 5 

cents.  All dollars given are tax deductible. (Example – Pledge of $.04 X a 3 game total of 150 pins = 

$6.00).  You must have a minimum of $10.00 pledged in order to bowl.  A minimum score per 3 games 

will be 100. 

3. Write in sponsor’s name, address & pledge on the sponsor sheet. 

4. Fill in the date, time and place of your bowling center by asking your unit leader. 

5. Bring this pledge sheet to your assigned location and ask your leader to add up your total pledges.  Bowl 

your 3 games. 

6. Ask your leader to enter your total 3 game score and calculate your dollars due. 

7. Go back to your sponsors and collect pledges.  Turn in your dollars to your leader.  He must turn your 

dollars into the Scout Service Center and order your Scout Bucks by April 30, 2008.

THE NASHUA VALLEY COUNCIL FOR CAMP FEES, AT THE LANCASTER SCOUT SHOP,
